· Provide professional advice to the partner and liaise with important national/ international stakeholders, civil society and the private sector

· Develop and implement the work plan for the MPI-CFTF in 2014 and 2015 

· Assist the communication and exchange between MPI and other key line ministries regarding climate finance topics and activities 

· Work closely with and under direction of MPI-CFTF and Department for Science, Education, Natural Resources and Environment DSENRE in promoting the role of CFTF in global, regional and national related forums, including but not limited to, support and implement the role of CFTF/ DSENRE as the climate finance focal point in the Low Emission Development Strategies Global Partnership 

· Report regularly on project progress to GIZ Head Office 

· Support MPI with the coordination of the inter-ministerial exchange of relevant government decision makers regarding climate finance policies/ GCF on latest developments and on decisions which need to be taken by the government in order to prepare for the GCF, especially with Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment, National Climate Change Committee and the Support Programme to Respond to Climate Change.
· Support the organization of and logistics for consultancy missions, workshops and trainings, include arranging appointments with local stakeholders and experts in the field, presentations, briefing papers and related materials.
Minimum requirements
Master degree in Environmental Economics, Environmental Engineering, International Economics or other related academic subject, in addition to the following requirements:
· At least 10 years of professional working experience, with at least 5 years professional experience in a comparable position including rich experiences and knowledge on working with government agencies. Preferable with working experience in development cooperation and/ or in the Vietnamese public sector
· Expertise in diverse environmental topics, especially related to climate change and/ or climate financing 

· Knowledge of entrepreneurial environmental management

· Knowledge of planning, budgeting and M&E processes in the public sector is an advantage
· Excellent communication and strong cooperation skills
· High level written and oral communications and report writing skills in both English and Vietnamese.  

· Demonstrated ability to work and produce - sometimes under high pressure - high level and quality outputs with limited supervision and management.
